WHAT DOES THE LENDING LIBRARY HAVE? 
The Lending Library has books, CDs, Videos, DVDs, pamphlets, handouts, and periodicals covering a wide range of women’s 
health concerns, plus a computer with internet access.  Books, CDs, Videos, and DVDs are available for borrowing.  We will make 
photocopies of materials not for loan within copyright restrictions.  
 

If you cannot find the information you need in our Library, our Resource Coordinator will help you find it from other sources. 
 

There is no fee to borrow items from the Lending Library.  
 
WHO CAN BORROW? 

• You can use the Lending Library if you live anywhere in the Counties of Peterborough, Haliburton, Northumberland or the 
City of Kawartha Lakes. 

• We lend to people needing information about their health, or the health of people close to them.   
• The materials in the Professional Collection are only available to teachers, hospital employees, employees of local social 

service organizations etc. who require information and resources for their professional activities.  There is material 
available for loan that is of interest to these groups in the Lending Library as well. 

 
HOW DO YOU BORROW? 

• To borrow from the Lending Library, come in to the Women’s Health Care Centre.  We will record your name, address, 
phone number etc. in the computer, and give you a borrower number. 

• When borrowing Videos and DVDs you must fill out and sign a Video Borrowing Agreement. 
• If you cannot come in to the Women’s Health Care Centre and wish to have books, information or other resources sent to 

you, just let the Resource Coordinator know. 
 
WHAT ARE THE RULES? 

• You may borrow two items at a time. 
• You may not borrow items marked as “Reference.” 
• Books and CDs are due in three weeks. 
• Videos and DVD’s are due in three days. 
• You can reserve items if they are checked out. 
• You can renew items in person or over the phone. 
• If you have not returned an item within one month of its due date we will remind you by letter. 
• If you have not returned an item within six months of its due date we may request that you pay the replacement cost of the 

item. 
 

DATABASES 
• Lending Library users can access three health information databases on the Health Information page of our website 
• When you are using these databases from home you will need to enter the codes after opening the database sites. 
• The code for “Health and Wellness Resource Center” and “Health Reference Center Academic” is: trillium
